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MINUTES � SEPTEMBER 3, 2024, SHINER HERITAGE QUILTERS MEETING

On September 3, 2024, President Linda Parr called the mee�ng to order and 
welcomed the members of the Shiner Heritage Quilters. The Guild members 
recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

There were 30 members and one visitor present. Anne�e Meyer introduced three 
new members: Julia Davis, Peggy Moore and Charlene Fort. She also gave them 
membership books.

Linda thanked the hostesses for the evening: Rhonda Orsak, Hope Cummings, 
Tommie Clayton and Margo Henderson. (Tommie was unable to a�end but did 
contribute as a hostess.)

Linda introduced Sandy Courrier from the Colorado Valley Quilt Guild. Sandy 
invited our members to the Colorado Valley Quilt Guild show in La Grange, to be 
held on February 21 and 22 of 2025. She displayed their dona�on quilt and 
offered raffle �ckets for it. She also invited our members to join their bus going to 
the Houston Quilt Fes�val on November 2, 2024.

Toni Rogers then asked for Sunshine and Shadows and birthdays were celebrated. 
She also reminded us there are 539 days un�l our Quilt Show in 2026.

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SEPTEMBER PRESENTATION • MICHELE MARKEY • MEDINA DOMESTIC ARTS

Michele Markey of Medina Domes�c Arts Studio taught an all-day workshop 
on Tuesday, September 3. Nine members and seven guests par�cipated (and 
one of those guests became a member! Welcome, Charlene.)

Each student received a panel or tote bag with the 
pa�ern outlined in embroidery. Michele’s coloring kits 
for the class included fabric markers, watercolor 
pencils, gel pens, several paintbrushes and a bo�le of 
fabric medium. She also provided shimmery fabric 
paints, custom-mixed for each student to get exactly 
the desired shade, and a special non-toxic tex�le paint 
called “Unicorn Spit” for an extra dose of gli�ery glam.

Michele emphasized that all the coloring tools she 
uses are permanent and washable. She provided 
detailed instruc�ons for heat-se�ng the finished 
works at home. This is a cri�cal step for ensuring the colors survive washing.
